Jason Noble, Conductor
Dr. Jason Noble (he/him/his) currently serves as Associate Professor of Music at Lehman 
College, The City University of New York (CUNY), and as Conductor of the Columbia 
University Wind Ensemble. Throughout his 25-year career, he has embraced innovative 
approaches to music education, teacher training, and conductor training. His artistic 
contributions include 21 featured concerts at Carnegie Hall, performances at professional 
venues across six continents, and numerous global appearances as a public speaker and 
curriculum consultant. As the recent founder of the PRISM Arts Education Research 
Initiative, he leads a new laboratory-minded focus on interdisciplinary research that 
explores the intersections of music education, neuroscience, and philosophy through 
collaborative partnerships with scientists, artists, and educators while serving as a 
practitioner who prepares future professors and teachers for careers in education.

At Lehman College, he teaches graduate conducting and creative music teaching 
strategies in the Master of Arts program, where his graduate students have earned 
ACUE research grants and presented at national and regional conferences. At Columbia 
University, he transformed the Wind Ensemble program by expanding the institution’s 
learner-led creative praxis model. He also concurrently serves as an occasional visiting 
conducting and instrumental music education faculty member at the Manhattan School 
of Music and New York University.

Dr. Noble holds an Ed.D.C.T. in the College Teaching of Music from Teachers College, 
Columbia University, an M.A. in Music Education in Higher Education from New York 
University, and a B.M. in Music Education from the Frost School of Music, University of 
Miami. His primary mentors and teachers were Maxine Greene, Randall Everett Allsup, 
Gary Green, Nicholas DeCarbo, David Elliott, Paul Cohen, and Justin Dello Joio. 

A champion of new music, he has led numerous commissioning projects since 2004, helping 
create new works by composers from across the globe. He remains committed to actively 
promoting the works of historically marginalized and emerging composers, and ensembles 
under his direction have consistently received and continue to enjoy critical acclaim. He 
has released professional recordings and performed through panel-reviewed invitations at 
numerous professional venues worldwide. At NYU, he successfully rebranded and restarted 
the Wind Symphony post-pandemic, commissioning four critically acclaimed works 
by living composers and collaborating with the composition faculty. His efforts earned 
praise from across the campus and New York City community, creating a renaissance in 
the instrumental ensemble program and fostering a renewed sense of musical community 
with a commitment to learner-led spaces and student voice. For fifteen years, he served as 
Director of Bands at Scarsdale High School, where he, his students, and colleagues earned 
international acclaim for creating possibilities and learner-led spaces of musical excellence. 
At Scarsdale, he piloted an innovative "Democracy in Band" curriculum inspired by Maxine 
Greene, John Dewey, and Randall Allsup. 

His teaching credo centers on creating an inclusive, highly supportive environment where 
emerging teachers/professors and practicing musicians are empowered to take risks and 
embrace authenticity. His goal is to leverage empathy to empower the next generation 
of musicians and educators to become socially conscious leaders who find purpose and 
longevity in their careers in today’s rapidly changing world.
